TESTS ON THE SPINE

You are probably accessing this web page because you have been scheduled for an imaging study of your spine, or have discussed testing with Dr. Floyd.  Here are some general guidelines

· Most tests are non-invasive.  That is, they do not require injections or any other “poking or prodding.”

· Some tests require a venous needle stick, such as a bone scan, or blood work for laboratory studies.

· Most tests are completed relatively quickly, and the test results are available to Dr. Floyd within a day or two of completion.

· Expect a call from Dr. Floyd or one of his assistants within two to three days of your test.

· If you do not hear from our office, please feel free to call us and leave a message with either Deb Kinch or Lori Luna that you need to get the results of the test. 

· You may have copies of your tests by requesting this at the test site.  In general, our office does not keep copies of imaging studies other than the x-rays we take in the office.
